They believe that the President’s visit should bring a new power to the strategic partnership between the two countries and commence a new era of pragmatic cooperation of our two countries.

As he stood in the Chinese Center of the University John Naisbitt, the journalist had a very pleasant feeling surrounded by the atmosphere of Chinese culture. “When we heard that the President Xi Jinping is coming to Serbia, all of our professors and students became very excited, we began to think very early how to express welcoming emotions to the president.” – said Katarina Zakic, the director of the Chinese Center, “We are practicing the program at the moment, consisting of two parts. The first includes reciting poetry from the period of Tang and Song dynasties, as well as Xu Zhimo’s poetry, and the second part is singing Chinese songs, the Chinese anthem to begin with, songs “The Great China” and “Friends” and other songs our students love singing.” The University John Naisbitt formerly named Megatrend University represents the largest private university in the Eastern Europe. Rector Slobodan Pajovic, giving an interview, explained that this university cooperates successfully with the Chinese Embassy in Serbia, and the Chinese Center was founded in October 2012. In these three and a half years this center not only strongly promotes learning of the Chinese language, but also actively organizes various cultural events in order to present the Chinese culture. Recently 9 students of the Hebei Foreign Studies University have finished eight-month course of Serbian language here. “We are all looking forward to welcoming the President Xi, since his visit is extremely important for cultural exchange between our two countries“. 
Doctor Kostic Natasa is the “backbone” of this center; she has a PhD in the Chinese ancient philosophy acquired at the Beijing Pedagogical University. She told a “secret” to a journalist: at the time the President Xi lands in Belgrade, the RTS 1 Morning Program shall broadcast special program from 8 to 9 a.m. in the honor of the President Xi. “I have been invited by the RTS 1 to sing a Serbian folk song that I translated several years ago to Chinese as a sign of welcome. I wish to sing the song to the President Xi the best I can in order to show him the feeling of joy and hope of the Serbian people caused by his visit“.
